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Farmers Market Shoppers’ Questionnaire
The following is an account of a project that St Matthew’s CofE Primary School, Stroud undertook as their part in the Junior Farmers’ Market Initiative.

St Matthews C of E School took part in the project for one week after SATs in the summer term.
Children formulated a questionnaire based on the National Association o f Farmers Markets customer questionnaire.

Data was collected from customers at the farmers markets by children supervised by staff.  On return to the classroom, the forms were used to practise "data handling" , pie charts and graphs were created on the computer.  

The children visited town on an ordinary Saturday and on a farmers' market day and made a video documentary about the benefits of farmers markets to the town centre regeneration.
At the Junior Farmers’ Market they provided entertainments for shoppers including a guitar group with singing, recorder group and country dancing.
Back at school, after the market, the children wrote raps and poems about farmers markets and had a special performance for invited guests.
