	About this unit 

	This is a 'long' unit. It uses investigative tasks to introduce children to the idea of looking at their local area. 

The local area will be studied frequently during a child's time in primary school and therefore this unit focuses on aspects of local features, land use and environment. This allows for them to be developed later, perhaps as smaller, more highly focused units, eg Unit 2 'How can we make our local area safer?' or Unit 14 'Should the high street be closed to traffic?' 

The unit may be shortened to a 'medium' unit by leaving out the sections marked.

This particular unit offers links to literacy, mathematics, speaking and listening, design and technology, history, IT and the world of work.

The unit is based on a village in Surrey, but the teaching ideas can be applied to most localities in the UK. They could also be extended or adapted to encompass different themes, eg weather, microclimates, rivers, water features.
The unit can be shortened into a medium unit by leaving out one or both of the sections marked. The first three sections make a coherent unit, but may need some form of concluding activity.
